· Thesis, the Key Claim: 
· "The social contract is a fraternal pact that constitutes civil society as a patriarchal or masculine order." (p.33)
· "The fraternal social contract is a specifically modern reformulation of this (ancient) patriarchal tradition." (p.45, parenthesis inserted)
· Patriarchal Order: Paternal and Fraternal
· Mytho-psychical origin of the fraternal social contract
· Biblically Gender-Asymmetrical Conjugation: The gendered precedence of sexual or conjugal access/right 
· "Paternal power is not the origin of political right. The genesis of political power lies in Adam's conjugal or sex right, not in his fatherhood. Adam's political title is granted before he becomes a father. Sons, as Filmer caustically reminds Hobbes, do not spring up like mushrooms. If Adam was to be a father, Eve had to become a mother and if Eve was to be a mother, then Adam just have sexual access to her body. In other words, sexual and conjugal right must necessarily precede the right of fatherhood." (p.38); "The social contract story hides original political right by proclaiming sexual or conjugal right as natural. Men's dominion over women is held to follow from the respective natures of the sexes, and Rousseau spells out this claim in detail in Book V of Emile." (p.39)
· "[…] Adam's right of domination over Eve is the right to become a father: a right to demand sexual access to Eve's body and to insist that she give birth. Eve's procreative, creative capacity is then denied and appropriated by men as the ability to give political birth, to be the "originators" of a new form of political order." (p.44)
