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Imagine a place where your thoughts on daily activity and mundane chores have vanished and you are left with time, confined physical space, and no freedom.  This environment forces reflection.  It overwhelms the senses, maybe you can taste it.  Prison can be a location of imposed truth and revelation Truth.  Inmates sleep united in the common guilt and conviction which is fed to them by the state and federal justice departments.  The sleep of minds separated to endure a different perspective on reality, one without freedom, empowers many to transcend normative realms of conscious in which either one happens upon a revelation of Truth or sinks deeper into some nightmare.
Another dimension of revelation is found in those who merely endure imprisonment while confirming their conviction in a certain order of logic which conflicts with that of their captors.  These individuals have taken time to prepare before they were guilty of opposition to a law.  Time without freedom merely reinforces their position.  Dr. King asks what else is there to do than write a long letter.

The power and force that encourages the latter situation is that of a distant and untouchable majority.  Majority and minority are defined in relation to the other in the access of power.  Tension is revealed in the attempts of minority assimilation or public opposition to the majority.  This truth of tension is often glazed over for the moderate masses.  Media is controlled by the majority and they incorporate it into their oppression which further suppresses any positive efforts to reveal the thick smog of tensions silently strangling the middle class and incriminating the active among them or their neighbors.
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
