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Sexual Contract

· Self-Image = imago – Greek for “imagination”

· Narcissistic qualities

· Virtuality (projection of certain images)

· Mind/Body Problem – 

· Self-image is neither strictly physical or strictly mental

· Binarism of social categories: subcategories that influence the way we think about political subjects of individuals

· Politics = The art of the possible

· How do we conceive of a future that does not merely reflect binarism, but also deconstructs it?

· Transgeneration shows a possibility of the future 

· How do we think of differences vis à vis binarism or singularity?

· [ONE (( THE OTHER]  

· In order for one to survive, the other has to be destroyed

· How do we understand the logic of generation without subjecting it to binary formality?

· Normal v. abnormal

· At the heart of binarism is the question of normality, or the force of the norm

Libby’s Presentation: Pateman’s “The Fraternal Social Contract” 

· 2 ideas that our nation was formed on

· Fraternity (brotherhood)

· Patriarchy (father figure)

· Political rights of the father and natural liberty of the sons

· Men’s conjugal right to procreate is a natural right in terms of women’s submission – that’s what she is there for

· But women’s roles are overlooked because they are the key to the movement from fraternity to patriarchy

· Marriage Law – 

· Formality that man was dominant over woman 

· Women were not intelligent, but they were passionate

· Women weren’t educated, so they couldn’t back themselves up in an argument

· Binarism = [the public v. the private] AND [civil society v. domestic space]

· Public and civil = almost always patriarchal (outside the home)

· Private and domestic = almost always matriarchal (inside the home)

· Women must prove their individuality and breat out of the image of submission

· Their image of the political rights is predominantly masculine

· “Traveling is going outside the cocoon of the network of meaning” – Dr. Lee

· Part of the fraternal contract is to change the definition of fraternity

ONE 

· Individual

· Each one has equal rights

· But history and tradition shows that this ideal of ONE has different components

· ONE has two parts:

· The particular/dominant

· The universal

· In order to affirm the ideal of one, does the universal category need to be eliminated?

· The very critique of patriarchal order of politics comes from the equality order – but females have to use the patriarchal system to attain power and order

2 Key POINTS in this article:

1) Social contract is a fraternal pact

a. It always has been in practice – not saying that it should remain in practice

b. Example: 

i. Declaration of Independence – all men are created equal; liberty, equality, fraternity; all the signatures represent male middle aged white land owning men. The norm was laid down, it wasn’t segregated or generalized. They weren’t coming up with a fraternal gang, but it is a timeline of historical power.

1. The very notion of man applies to property holding free white men

ii. Marriage or the exchange of women by and through the fraternal contract

1. Holy, civil, and economic union

2. An alliance of dowry products.

3. In American weddings, her father or a father figure hands over the woman to the husband.

4. Elements of economy glorified under the consent of marriage.

5. Kant’s belief of marriage – reciprocal use and access to each other’s sexual organs

2) “The genesis of political power lies in Adam’s conjugal or sex right, not in his fatherhood”

a. Patriarchalism has two dimensions:

i. Paternal – father/som

ii. Sexual – husband/wife

b. Political power lies in fatherhood = FILMER’s belief

c. There was no father before Adam, so in order for it to become fraternal, it needed to be conjugal
