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During the class session for November 8 a presentation was given on Theocritis and his innovative form of writing Idylls.  A comparison was given to Theocritis as being the first journalistic type of writer of his time.  Theocritis developed his writings during the Hellenistic Age, where the types of writings during this period were meant to make the reader happy.   Writers during this period are very different from the writesr previously discussed throughout the semester.  The writings of Theocritis are best known for their light-hearted nature.  

Theocritis is famous for his writings of Idylls.  An Idyll can be defined any many ways but Dr. Lee suggests that an Idyll is like a cinematic cut or a window of time frozen and expressed through brief poetic writings.  Dr. Lee focused in the beginning of class about how it is human nature to objectify everything.  As humans it is in our nature to objectify things because it makes us feel secure.  Dr. Lee gave the analogy that whenever someone travels they always bring a camera, and that the camera represents our human desire to make an object out what we see; a way to remember the past.  This was the goal of Theocritis in his innovative style in poetry.
