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Islam-Muhammad disliked polytheistic views of God, he believed in Allah.  Muhammad put everything he had learned from Allah.  Muhammad also studied the books from both Judaism and Christian.  The holy land is known as Allah.  

The idea behind Muslim tradition is peace, love, and charity.  Islam faith has 5 Pillar these pillars are:

1. The Declaration: One true God and Muhammad is the final profit.
2. Pray 5 times a day.

3. Fasting

4. Give to the poor.

5. Pilgrimage-go to Mecca.

The Islam bible is the Koran sent by Allah and told by the Angel Gabriel.  The book was pieced 22 year after Muhammad’s life.   Another part of the Islam religion is the book Suna which was inspired by Allah but not directly.  The Koran is said to be from the God himself it is meant to be literally interpretated.  Islam also teaches out of the four Gospels.   The Koran was originally translated in the Arabic language.

In society today, we are faced with three religions all claiming monotheistic views. Structurally it can be viewed as a competition between three religions, inciting conflict in the people.  Judaism is the originally religion followed by Christianity in 1 ad and finally with the creation of Islam in 622 ad.
