The meaning of the word race has changed so much over the past several decades.
Throughout Europe (before the 18th and 19th century), race meant family and nationality. 

Greece and Rome race was the group to with someone belonged, associated with the ancestral place and culture.

During the Middle Ages a person’s race was literally her family and ancestors. 

The 17th century is when the word race was associated with culture and civilization in particular geographical places. 

Than in the 18th century skin color was used to determine what race a person was and racial divisions were based on religion and cultural difference. 

By the second half of the 19th century race came to mean a distinct biological group of people who were not all members of the same family but who shared similar inherited physical and cultural traits, like hair, skin color, butt and so on. This meaning of the word race was constructed in American during slavery and segregation.

During the 20th century scientist began to realize that differences in human culture, behavior, intellect, morality, and spirituality were the result of environment, education, and history rather than biology. 

As a result race shrank to mean biological differences only, which is how society is today.

There are no genes or other hereditary factors shared by all members of any of the main racial groups.  There are chromosomal markers of XY and XX, respectively for male and female’s biological sex. There is nothing for race. 
When scientists study diseases and physical traits that are generally related to one race, they depend on the social definitions of race in order to pick out the members of the race to study.
