*A specific scenario to show transcendence: Ex: B, which is objective, is the rule thou shall not kill and b, which is subjective, is someone kills but there are outside factors (self-defense). This goes outside the idea of justice. 
If you imagine that there is an imaginary line going horizontal through the words justice and political truth.  The right half of the imaginary line is subjective and the left half is objective.
