Martin Luther King Jr. was doing what he thought was morally and truthfully right.  There was tension between the law and the justice that was not being done. Socrates view on truth was that he believes in power and reason.  He was accused of corrupting youth and having a different God.  These are two men who just wanted the truth to come out about the world and about the issues that they thought were important.  Like the truth behind the world and how prison can be a location of truth.
