· Socrates was resigned to his fate because he realized his enemies would have him put to death because of his radical ideas but he still made a case for himself. 

· We can think of many political prisoners: Nelson Mandela, Dr. King, Leonard Peltier (in the readings), and many more.
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Conscientious objector = political prisoner who has objections to the current laws. Dr. king says, “Doing this shows the highest respect for the law.” If you didn’t respect the law you wouldn’t care whether it is changed or not. The conscientious objector seeks to bring justice closer to the law.
