 Key Terms:

Justice- the adjective is “Just”, it is also temporal, the urgency and immediateness of justice

Law-There is an inseparable connection between law and justice; the making of law should reflect the truth about justice.

Justification- making something just; proving that an act is Just or an act of justice, the act of justification retains the link to truth for whatever action is done

Important Actors:

Apology: Socrates justifies his actions on the basis of what he thinks to be the truth

Crito: Justifies his inaction


Important types of argument:

Parent Argument: we should respect the state like we respect our parents

Benefactor Argument: We receive the benefits so we are obligated to the state

Agreement Argument: “When in Rome,” “Love it or leave it”

Deconstructive Argument: 

A) Socrates: “I’ve agreed with myself to remain truthful to myself”

He loses his life but gains a mental victory over his accusers

B) Crito: Prison becomes the site that embodies the truth
