On Tuesday, September 20th, we began class with a presentation from James. James was discussing "The Dispute of Man with his Soul". He introduced the following points : 

   - this man plans on commiting suicide, but his soul rebukes him for it.

   - the social injustice of death and burial proceedings in ancient Egypt

   - the reincarnation beliefs of the ancient Egyptians (believed the man was good enough to be "filtered out")

   - the man wanted to die because of the decay of society (men rob, forget good deeds, etc.)

   - basically the man was "miserable" and hoping to escape, but realized he could not even escape properly.
