A. How can the abstract ideas of philosophy relate to the concrete world?

a. The tension of Law, Order, and Justice (abstract ideas) vs. Prison (Concrete idea)

b. Knowledge/Truth is unknown!

B. What does it feel like to have a problem?

a. Today examined the tensions between a problem/case and justice (or political truth).  

b. That tension is one of judgment, and the result of the tension is the subjective experience of pain

C. Politics is pain and tension!

a. What is the political value of pain?

b. I cannot know how you feel…however; pain can transcend personal experience and develop into a political truth

D. Transcendence

a. Neo-conservative thought that the experience of pain can blossom into a political truth that is relative to everyone

b. Strauss

E. Paradoxical Place is Political Philosophy?

a. Starts from the personal and extends into the universal

b. Political experience can involve personal experience

c. “goes beyond” – PARA / DOX – “something you believe in”

F. Justice and Truth are connected through justification!
