Josh’s Presentation:

Exertion of Power through Tyranny
In a panopticism there is the open part on the outside of the circle and the closed part in the middle of the circle. The open part is divided into cells with prisoners in them with one window. The closed part has one tower with one man sitting in it. The prisoners might never see the man but they know that he is there or they assume they are being watched. 

Foucault’s: Panopticism
*This will become so self-sufficient that you won’t need a guard in the middle. Instead people will be replaced by televisions that monitor the people. 
Bentham came up with the idea of panopticism
Foucaults: Exsertion of power through 2 forms

1. Plaque-everyone knows assigned duty

 *Power originating from a certain point and branching out.


Panoptican: placing power back on the origin of power


-it remains powerful

Tyrant has to be paranoid because people are looking at them. 

Tyrant:

1. had no relationships

2. never safe at home

Made a reverse panoptian around himself; people around him are watching him. 

*He is the thing being watched

***Government through fear is government through Tyranny
